Annex A — Agenda for Preliminary Meeting

Under Item 7 ‘Any other matters’ the Applicants’ wish to raise their intention to update the Planning
Statement (Document Ref 5.3) [APP-070]. Since the submission of the Application there have been
several matters which mean that the Planning Statement needs to be updated. These matters are
the High Court judgment in EFW Group Limited v Secretary of State for Business, Energy and
Industrial Strategy [2021] EWHC 2697 (Admin); the publication of a revised National Planning Policy
Framework in 2021 and the publication of revised draft National Policy Statements for energy
infrastructure in September 2021. The Applicants intend to submit an updated Planning Statement
at Deadline 1 addressing each of these. The document will be provided in both clean and tracked
copies.
