We are writing to you in respect of the Net Zero Teesside Project (the “Project”). The Project is
a carbon capture and storage development comprising: a new gas-fired power station with
integrated equipment for the capture of carbon dioxide (CO2); a CO2 gathering network linking
to industrial facilities on Teesside; CO2 compression facilities; CO2 export pipeline; connections
for the supply and discharge of water; a natural gas pipeline; and high voltage power lines for
the export of electricity. The Project is intended to provide a means of capture for CO2 from

industrial sources across the Tees Valley for transport to an offshore storage facility.

The Project requires a Development Consent Order (“DCQ") to be granted by the Secretary of
State for Business, Energy and Industrial Strategy, following an application (“the DCO
Application”).

The DCO Application is currently within its examination stage, which is managed by the
Planning Inspectorate (“PINS”). Further details of the Project and the examination process are
available on the National Infrastructure Planning’s page for the Project, here:

You are being contacted as an operator under the Electronic Communications Code, per the
Communications Act 2003. You have previously been issued a Request for Information (“RFI")
in relation to the location of your assets and other interests in the vicinity of the Project, by way
of RFI dated 9 June 2020. However, no response to that RFI request was received. You were
also issued a copy of the Applicants’ notification of acceptance of the DCO Application under s.
56 of the Planning Act 2008 on 25 October 2021.

The Applicants request information from you regarding the location of your assets,
apparatus or interests within the Order Limits of the Project.
