Application by Net Zero Teesside Power Limited and Net Zero North Sea Storage
Limited (“the Applicant”) for an Order granting Development Consent for the
proposed Net Zero Teesside project (“the proposed Development”)

1. Following the completion of the Examination on 10 November 2022, the Examining
Authority submitted a Report and Recommendation in respect of its findings and
conclusions on the application for the proposed Development (the “Application”) to
the Secretary of State on 10 February 2023. The statutory deadline for determining
the Application is 10 May 2023.

2. There are outstanding matters on which the Secretary of State for Energy Security
and Net Zero (“the Secretary of State”) would be grateful if the parties identified in
bold could provide further information or updates as appropriate.

Compulsory Acquisition (“CA”) and Related Matters

3. The Secretary of State notes that at the end of the Examination, matters remained
outstanding in relation to land interests.

4. The Secretary of State requests that the Applicant and The Crown Estate provide
confirmation that the necessary Crown authority, in regard to powers sought in
relation to Crown Land and/or Crown rights consistent with the Book of Reference
(“BoR”) at Deadline 12, has been obtained.

The Secretary of State requests that the Applicant provides an updated CA
Schedule to ensure that it is accurate and that it includes the status of the remaining
unsigned agreements and to correct any anomalies in the CA Schedule and BoR.
The Secretary of State also requests that the BoR is revised to refer to “His
Majesty” as part of the updating process.

The Secretary of State requests an update from the Applicant and parties listed
in Annex A on protective provisions in respect of the latest position and any
outstanding matters.

Nutrient Nitrogen Modelling

The Secretary of State requests the Environment Agency to confirm whether, for
the purposes of the Application, it is content that the modelling provided by the
Applicant is appropriate and satisfactory.
