Green Lithium has prepared an Environmental Impact Assessment (“EIA”) that assesses the 

impacts of both the construction and operation of the Development to an agreed scope 

that has been confirmed following engagement and consultation with the Planning 

Authority and other relevant public bodies.   

Green Lithium intends to carry out an online public consultation event which will include 

an overview of the project and conclusions of the Environmental Statement, including 

social and economic benefits.
